Kindergarten students will receive grades in writing beginning in the second semester. The 6
point district rubric will be used for Kindergarten writing grading. Grades 1-5 will use the 10
point (FSA) rubric for grading writing.

Grades for 1% and 2™ grades in science and social studies: There must be a grade for each
subject each week. Assessments should cover the grade appropriate standards. Teacher
observation and participation grades are appropriate for quiz or classwork grades. Grades
could be taken from reading if the passage is an informational passage aligned with a grade
level appropriate standard in the science or social studies curriculum.

Kindergarten teachers will attach the detailed report to report cards to provide parents with
information. The detail report may be completed by hand or electronically, at the option of the
teacher. A copy, either paper or electronic, of the completed detail report must be maintained
for each student.
